Each Children Young People and Family Centre cluster area compiles a list of ‘vulnerable children’ in order to target their work.  One of the criteria for children vulnerable to poor outcomes is LAC status and work therefore proactively targets these families to try to ensure as many take up their FEEE as possible.
