Answer:
This is in fact already included in the consultation information.  It is estimated that the council would save £0.7m per annum if the maximum award is increased to 25%, or £1.4m per annum if the maximum award is increased to 30%
· Confirm that the latest figures show 1 in 3 children are in poverty in Leicester
This is not our statistic and therefore we cannot confirm this.  We do not hold this information.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

· A copy of the impact assessment that shows how the change will affect the 1 in 3 families in poverty in our city.

Please find attached the draft Equality Impact Assessment for Council Tax Reduction Scheme
· the alternative options that the council is considering to make up the shortfall in council tax if the rate does not change.

The council has an estimated funding gap of £55m by 2020. Changes to the CTRS is one of the many options that could contribute to this gap. The spending review programme is another but even so the funding gap is nowhere near met. · how much would each 'full paying' council tax household have to pay extra a year if the cost was added to their bill rather than taking people already in poverty. (Please can we have figures at the 25% and 30% rate)
