4. How many unregistered schools have been closed down?
One school closed voluntarily once we notified them of our concerns.  Another closed following an unannounced inspection by Ofsted.  The third successfully registered as an Independent School having been inspected to ensure that it met the Registration Standards.

5. How many schools identified as being unregistered have become registered? 
One.
