You asked:
- Can you provide a list of planned and currently deployed smart technologies for Leicester?

Answer: Please see the attached table of LCC “smart initiatives”
- How much have city of Leicester budgeted for deploying smart technology in the city?

- Who has ownership of any data collected by smart technology in the city? Is this data shared with third parties?
The information for the above two questions reside with the individual officers responsible for actions in the attached table.  To gather the information from each of the 42 individual actions, at an estimate of an hour each, would exceed the 18 hour limit to process your request.    

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

LCC is data controller for the personal data it controls and it has agreements in place with partners to protect this. The sharing undertaken is necessary and proportionate and lawful when required.
