1) In respect of a) to c) above explain why timescales were missed and when was each timescale was eventually completed?

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This would require a manual trawl through of 31 records, taking 1 hour per record to find the information requested, therefore,

We estimate it will take 31 records x 1 hour per record = 31 hours

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

The LA maintains a wide range of data to assess implementation of the Special Education Needs and Disability reforms which is collated and monitored at a number of different points in time. This question needs to be more specific about the data that is being sought in order to answer this.
