You asked for:

The amount of money a nursery in Leicester City Council receives each month and year for a child over 3 to cover the 570 hours of care?

Answer: 

The funding for 3 and 4 year olds varies as a number of different additional subsidies can be paid to a provider on top of the hourly base rate, which is currently at £3.50 per hour (as at April 2016).

The additional subsidies for 3 and 4 year olds only:
· There is an additional rate of 15p per hour per child where the setting employs a member of staff with the Early Year Professional (EYP) qualification or with Qualified Teacher Status (QTS). Please note that documentary evidence is required from providers claiming this subsidy.
· There is an additional rate of 5p per hour per child that can be claimed by any provider that has completed the Talk Matters in Leicester accreditation scheme.
· There are 3 additional rates that can be claimed where a provider offers a place to a child that lives in an area of higher deprivation:

o   Where a child lives in an area within the 10% most deprived the subsidy is 20p per hour per child

o   Where a child lives in an area within the 20% most deprived the subsidy is 10p per hour per child

o   Where a child lives in an area within the 30% most deprived the subsidy is 5p per hour per child

Therefore the annual payment for a 3 / 4  year old child claiming their full annual entitlement based full participation on the minimum base rate only = 570 hours x £3.50  = £1,995 

The annual payment for a 3 / 4 year old child claiming their full annual entitlement based on full participation on the current maximum hourly rate = 570 hours x £3.85  = £2,194.50

The hourly rate is recalculated on an annual basis to reflect any changes at the childcare establishment.

The funding for Early Years Pupil Premium which is available for eligible 3 / 4 year olds is a flat rate with no additional subsidy. The current rate is £0.53 per hour (as at April 2016).

Therefore the annual payment for a 3 / 4 year old child claiming their full annual entitlement based on full participation = 570 hours x £0.53 = £302.10

The payments are not based monthly but based on a termly payment to the childcare provider.
