You asked:

I am writing to you under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 (the "Act") to request the following information from your 'premises licensing' department (or such other department as may possess the relevant information):

·         venue name (i.e. Liquid, Wetherspoon's, etc.);

·         postal address (including full postcode);

·         maximum permitted occupancy (i.e. venue capacity);

·         permitted opening/operating hours; and 

·         to the extent known, venue type (i.e. bar, pub, club, etc.),

of all premises within your jurisdiction that currently possess a licence to sell alcohol for consumption on-premises under the Licensing Act 2003 (as updated, amended and replaced from time to time).

For the avoidance of doubt, we do not require disclosure of details pertaining to premises that possess a licence to sell alcohol for consumption off-premises (i.e. shops, supermarkets, etc.) – whether under the Licensing Act 2003 or otherwise.

For your information this letter constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is accessible by other means, the Council Website, and is already in the public domain.
