You asked:

I would like to request under the general requirements of the Freedom of Information Act 2000, if you would provide the following information in relation to the routine highways inspections from year 2016 covering the highway along Braunstone Avenue between the junctions of Cort Crescent and the roundabout on Gooding Avenue which covers the section of road running alongside the Braunstone park.  I am looking to see the reports on this stretch of road regarding potholes, maintenance and what the engineers found whilst surveying the road within that year

Answer: 
A safety inspection of Braunstone Avenue from Fulhurst Avenue to Braunstone Lane is routinely carried out two times per year. This includes the section from Cort Crescent to Gooding Avenue that has been enquired about. The inspection is carried out on foot and the inspector walks along one side of the road and then back along the other side. 

Attached is a copy of the highway inspection register which shows details of the safety inspections carried out in 2016, the dates they were carried out and the works orders that were generated following those inspections. Some of the works orders raised do not relate to the relevant section of Braunstone Avenue but 4 do and a copy of 16170728, 16170732, 16173445 & 16173446 are attached. On order 16173445 only the repair outside Friar Lane Baptist Church is within the relevant section.  Name of the inspector has been withheld as we consider that to be an absolute exemption under section 40(2) (personal data), and this therefore constitutes a refusal under section 17 of the Freedom of information Act 2000.
There is currently no routine highway maintenance work planned for this section of Braunstone Avenue but should the condition deteriorate significantly then this will be reviewed. Twice yearly safety inspections will continue to be carried out.
