You asked:

Although Beaumont Sports Complex Ltd are the leaseholders of Beaumont Park, Leicester City Council allowed Leicester Speedway Ltd to tip millions of tons of spoil onto this land making huge amounts of money, this took place in 2010/2011.  Because the land is owned by LCC and therefore is also the property of the taxpayers of this city,  I would like to ask under the FOIA why was this allowed and did the council keep records of how much spoil was tipped and how much money was made by Leicester Speedway Ltd?

Answer: 
The land in question is leased to Beaumont Sports Complex Ltd by the Council. 

The Council does not record amounts of spoil tipped or the level of any money this generated for the lessee.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
