1. How many individuals have been referred by the Local Education Authority under the ‘Prevent' scheme for further action/assessment during the last three financial years (including 2016/17 so far)? 

Please include the outcome of this process, if known in each case, as well as the date of the referral, the age of the individual involved, and the school involved.*

* If the individual school cannot be named, please ensure that we are given the remaining details covering number of referrals, age and date of referral etc. 
The information is exempt from disclosure. The following exemptions are applicable: section 24(1) – national security, section 31(1) (a) – law enforcement) and section 40 (2), personal information. 
This is because the level of breakdown requested, i.e. individuals referred from a particular local authority, when used in connection with other information which may be available by other sources, could lead to individuals being identified. 
This could result in individuals being more reluctant to engage with the programme which in turn would have a direct impact on national security and law enforcement. 

3. Details of the total Prevent budget for for each of the last three financial years (including 2016/17 so far).
This information is exempt from disclosure by virtue of the exemptions at section 24(1) and 31(1) (a) of the Freedom of Information Act. These exemptions relate respectively to National Security and Law enforcement. Disclosure of information would open up detailed information about how Prevent resource is apportioned and potentially the identity of areas of priority and show where capabilities are focused. 
This would impact negatively on the delivery of Prevent, and on the range of activities deployed to prevent terrorism. 
This includes activity to disrupt those who promote terrorism, and protect individuals who are vulnerable to recruitment, or who have already been recruited by extremists. 


4. Details of any Prevent training arranged by the Local Education Authority over the last three financial years (including 2016/17 so far), including who received it and why.

Again exemptions at Section 24(1) and Section 31(1)(a) are applicable – disclosure of information would otherwise prejudice, or would be likely to prejudice, the effective conduct of public affairs.  
Detailed information about how Prevent resource is apportioned would potentially identify areas of priority and show where capabilities are focused. 
This would impact negatively on the delivery of Prevent, and on the range of activities deployed to prevent terrorism.
