· How did the Belgrave Neighbourhood Centre come to be acquired by the LCC? How was it purchased and who paid for it?
Belgrave Neighbourhood Centre was purchased by the Council for the provision of a community centre.

· A copy of the original application of Urban Aid Development Grant.
No record found of any such application.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
· Evidence of who banked the £70000 grant money that The Scope elderly received for their purpose built building. Where did the council spent this money? Did they use the money to build an upstairs extension?
No records found regarding grant money received by The Scope Elderly.  No records found relating to any such expenditure.  No records found relating to any such money being expended. Again, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
· A copy of the agreement between the Scope Group and Leicester City Council detailing the ongoing permanent use of the office, Lounge, dining hall and the kitchen.
No records found of any such agreement. This letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held.
· The Scope Elderly gave the LCC another lump sum, £70000 to LCC. When did the LCC received the money?
No record found of any lump sum from The Scope Elderly. Again, this is a refusal notice under section 17.1, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held.
· An evidenced calculation of how much money has LCC earned to date from the Bnc Lunch Club users?
Records are unavailable dating back to the start of the lunch club however taking the actual financial position over the past five years from April 2011 until March 2016 the Council has made a loss totalling -£89,153.  This is evidenced and outlined in the table below:

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse

and Lunch Club.  As your request refers to a time frame of some 35 years, 
any search would clearly be in excess of the number of hours specified 
under 
the Act and Regulations.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of 
Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the 
Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request, in its current 
form, will exceed the appropriate 18 hour limit.
