Leicester City Council currently has 17 empty buildings.  

The total maintenance cost for these properties is: £64,619.

Disclosure of the names, and therefore, the location of the empty properties maintained by Leicester City Council would be likely to have significant negative impact on the prevention of crime. The Council considers there is a strong public interest in avoiding likely prejudice, and, consequently, that withholding the information outweighs the public interest in providing the information.
