From 2014/15 the existing statutory returns activity was replaced by a new data collection which recorded data on short and long term support (SALT). 
This return drew on the new Equalities and Classification framework (EQ-CL). It introduced new classifications of Primary Support Reason (PSR) and Health conditions which replaced the Primary Client Type (PCT). 
Hence figures submitted for 2012/13 and 2013/14 cannot be directly compared with 2014/15 onwards. 
In addition, Leicester City Council changed their care management recording system from Carefirst to Liquid Logic from April 2014. 
This migration required a data-cleansing exercise, which can also have an impact on the figures reported above.
