You asked for:
1)            In total how many children are considered to be: 

a.            Radicalised 

b.            At risk of radicalisation 

c.             What type of radicalisation is it: Islamist, far-right, animal rights etc? 

2)            How many children were referred to Prevent or to Channel due to fears of the risk of radicalisation in 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015 and 2016? 

a.            What type of radicalisation were they deemed to be at risk of: Islamist, far-right etc? 

3)            How many children have been referred to Social Services under the category or risks of radicalisation and extremism in the years, 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016? 

a.            What type of radicalisation were they at risk of: Islamist, far-right etc? 

b.            If there could be a break-down of the age-category of the children referred? 

c.             What the outcome of the referrals has been? How many children were investigated because of the risk of radicalisation in 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015 and 2016?  How many children were they removed from their homes temporarily or permanently because of fears of the risk of radicalisation in 2012,2013,2014,2015 and 2016? How many children were monitored or made subject to a plan due to risks of radicalisation in 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015 and 2016?  

4)            How many children have been made subject to care proceedings due to risks of radicalisation in, 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015 and 2016? 

a.            How many of these were Emergency Protection Orders, care orders (interim and long-term); supervision orders (interim and long-term)? 

b.            How many wardship proceedings have been issues due to risks of radicalisation in 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015 and 2016? 

The information requested is exempt from disclosure. The following exemptions are applicable: section 24(1) – national security, section 31(1) (a) – law enforcement) and section 40 (2), personal information. 

Exemptions at section 24(1) and section 31(1) relate respectively to National Security and Law enforcement. Disclosure of information would open up detailed information about how the Prevent resource is apportioned and potentially the identity of areas of priority and show where capabilities are focused. 

This would impact negatively on the delivery of Prevent, and on the range of activities deployed to prevent terrorism. This includes activity to disrupt those who promote terrorism, and protect individuals who are vulnerable to recruitment, or who have already been recruited by extremists.

Section 40(2) is also applicable, the level of breakdown requested, i.e. individuals referred from a particular local authority, when used in connection with other information which may be available by other sources, could lead to individuals being identified. 

This could result in individuals being more reluctant to engage with the programme which in turn would have a direct impact on national security and law enforcement.
