You asked:
Parts of the authority are designated as a Smoke Control Area using powers granted by the Clean Air Act.

1: How many complaints have been made to the authority about potential breaches of the regulations governing Smoke Control Areas?

Answer: 219 complaints since 1999 to the end of the last financial year.  

Under the provisions of Regulation 9 of the EIR, we must advise you that Leicester City Council holds no records regarding this matter dating to before 1999. 

Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice, and the provisions of Regulation 12 (4) (a) of the EIR have effect, namely that the Council does not hold the information requested at the time of the request.
2: How many prosecutions were subsequently brought?

Since 1999 there have been 0 prosecutions.

3: Did any of the prosecutions involve the incorrect use of wood-burning stoves or such an appliance not on the exempt appliances list?

N/A as no prosecutions
4: If possible could this be broken down into annual figures since the introduction of the Area?

Our complaints are generally split between domestic and commercial premises. We are only able to get the data for domestic premises as the commercial premises include all complaints in relation to chimneys (including odour, smoke etc.). The vast majority of these commercial complaints do not involve smoke control issues.
