Answer: 

We have a multi-agency CSE (Child Sexual Exploitation) team.  This consists of Social workers, Early Help workers, Education welfare officers, Nurses, police officers, youth outreach workers and parenting support co-ordinators, psychologist and others with particular expertise. The team operate a targeted approach to ensure children at risk are identified and the appropriate and relevant support is offered.
