· Green Lanes for heavier vehicles

· Mountain Bike Routes

· Cycle Routes

· Public Footpaths (pedestrians only)

· Mountain Paths

· Public Roads- such as Byways, tracks, Roads used as a Public Path and others

· Bridleways

· Long Distance Footpaths

· Permissive Paths

· Paths across Open Ramblage

· What happens where a sign refers to more than one of the above routes

· The PRoW number or description

· The start point

· The end point

· The distance between points on the PRoW

Leicester City Council is an urban Authority and so much of the signage cited above is not used in the City.

Signage on our public rights of way and cycle network is generally installed in accordance with The Traffic Sign Regulations and General Directions 2016. The only exception we would apply to this is where a sign design is required to reflect a more prestigious route or where it passes through an area where a less utilitarian style of sign is more desirable.
Please find attached an example of the Legible Leicester Signage which is being implemented in the city centre.
