Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:
Please would you provide me a list of all occupants of all units of the following locations:

a) High Street

b) Granby Street

c) Gallowtree Gate

d) Belgrave Gate

e) Humberstone Gate

f) Church Gate

g) Belvoir Street

By 'occupant', I mean any business or organisation at an address on these streets.

I would like the following data for each occupant:

i) the address/unit (e.g. 3 High Street)

ii) the name of the business/organisation (e.g. Boots, Tesco)

Please could you provide this data as of March 31 each year from 2000 to 2016 and its current occupant (as of February 21, 2017 or the closest available date)

In other words, an ideal response would be a spreadsheet containing the occupants of each unit on each street/centre every year from 2000 to 2016, along with the current occupants.

If a unit is or was empty on a particular date, please include an 'empty' record in your data.

If it is impossible for your system to go back as far as March 2000, please go as far back as you can.

Ideally I would like a list of all organisations on the locations, whether or not they pay business rates. If you don't hold this information, please provide me with businesses that pay/paid rates instead.

Please exclude any domestic properties from your responses.

The streets and centres are in descending order of importance to me. So, if you find that answering the entire request would breach the cost limit, please answer the request for each location from a) onwards in turn.

The current occupier details are on the open data page on the website and they can be filtered by property address:

This therefore constitutes a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because an exemption under Section 21 of the Act is being applied, namely the information is already in the public domain i.e. the Council’s website.

To provide you with information of previous occupants from 2000 to 2016 would take 32 hours including manual checking.  There are 16 years to go through and to get the details required it is estimated that it would take 2 hours to go through each year.  

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending 2.5 working days in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
