You asked for:
Could you please provide me with the locations of existing mine shafts, adits and quarry extents for mineral extraction in your local authority area, along with locations of any pending or agreed planning consents for mineral extraction within Leicester City Council's district?
Leicester has no history of underground mining due to it being located outside of the ‘Leicestershire & South Derbyshire Coalfield’ so there are no known recent or historical mine shafts or adits within the city. With regard to quarries, some historic sand & gravel quarrying took place close to the River Soar in the north & south of Leicester. The most recent local plan allocation for sand & gravel extraction was made in 1986 as part of a larger allocation located outside the boundary of Leicester in the District of Blaby. The Blaby part of this allocation was extracted in the early 90s, and due to the small size of the allocation that remained in Leicester, it was decided there was little chance of this site being worked and it was removed as part of the 2006 City of Leicester local plan. Also at this time, all remaining minerals permissions in Leicester were revoked and there has been no further minerals extraction applications (pending or agreed) since the revoking of these permissions.
