Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked for:
Sense would like to request the following information and/or data under the Freedom of Information Act 2000, please note that all questions relate to people with a disability in council funded care settings: 
1. How many people with a disability were placed in an accommodation based care setting (i.e. supported living, nursing/care home, NHS facility) in the council area over the course of 2016/17?
For Leicester City Council commissioned services, 864 people with a disability were placed in an accommodation based setting over the course of 2016/17

a. Please state the average (arithmetic mean) cost per placement. 
The mean weekly cost was: £429.98 per week. 

For clarity:

Notice period refers to the time between the council being notified (i.e. made aware) that a disabled person requires placement in an accommodation based care setting and that individual being placed in that care setting. 

Urgent would mean that the person required accommodation based care due to a sudden or unexpected change in their circumstances, i.e. was not planned. 

2. How many people with a disability who were living at home, were placed ‘urgently’ in an accommodation based care setting over the course of 2016/17 with a notice period of:

a. Between three and six months.

b. Between one and 3 months.

c. Between one week and one month.

d. Less than one week.

3. Please state the average (arithmetic mean) cost per placement to the council of placing a person with a disability in an accommodation based care setting in 2016/17 with a notice period of: 

a. More than six months.  

b. Between three and six months.

c. Between one and three months.

d. Between one week and one month.

e. Less than one week.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

The information requested is not held in a reportable format. This data, if held, would be recorded on an individual’s case file and would require the manual trawl of each user record.  Allowing 10 minutes to locate and retrieve the information from the 864 records involved would require 144 hours of officer time.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will far exceed the appropriate limit.
