In 2012 the Leicester City Council sold St Clements Court on Comet Close LE3 9RA for £191,000 to MB Estates Ltd. What conditions of sale or covenants were attached to the sale and how have they been monitored.

Answer: 

The City Council agreed to sell the freehold reversionary interest of the site in question to the ground lessee Anchor Housing Trust in 2012. 
It is understood that Anchor subsequently sold the unencumbered freehold of the site.  The property is registered at the Land Registry under Title Number LT443974, and title information is available on application to the Registry and payment of the appropriate fee. 
The Council is not aware of any conditions or covenants in the transfer that would have required ‘monitoring’.
