With regards to works undertaken to schools in order to accommodate universal free school meals (UFSM) within Leicester City Schools whereby either the schools are LA maintained or part of an expansion programme enabling additional pupils to be placed.

Basic Need Programme works;

Hope Hamilton – Diocese arranged works but funded via LCC Capital for the sum of approx. £95K.
Alderman Richard Hallam Primary School - Equipment purchases summer 2016 for the sum of £42k, and the dining room extension currently on site for the budget cost of £66k  
Braunstone Frith Primary – City Catering arranged this work as part of the Kitchen equipment upgrade – costs included within City Caterings expenditure as listed below;

City Catering expenditure re: UFSM provision over the last 3 year period is as follows;

2014/15: £516k

2015/16: £0

2016/17: £0

This work was funded via Government Grant.

Please note there were changes within some schools which resulted in reorganisation of meals, the number of meal sittings, seating arrangements etc. that were implemented at the time but carried no additional capital cost.
