One application, Samuel’s Charity / Byronswell, has been refused and the applicant has a period of 14 days in which to request an appeal hearing at Licensing Sub-Committee 

Reasons for refusal are as follows:- 
In view of the out-of-area postcodes detailed on the form, the late application and figure of £75 of profit per tonne donated to the charity, it is proposed to REFUSE the application.
