Please provide the planning application numbers of any developments that went ahead despite an objection from the Environment Agency concerning flood risk.
We do not hold complete records regarding the commencement of developments on site following planning approval.  This is therefore a refusal notice under EIR Regulation 12 (4) (a) and FOIA 1.1 –Information not held.
