Your request for information has now been considered. 
You asked:

This is a request under the Freedom of Information Act for information about buildings in your local authority area which failed fire safety tests after the Grenfell tower fire.

Your authority is listed in the Ministry of Housing Communities and Local Government monthly data release dated 22 January 2018 as having between one and five buildings in your area with a cladding system that failed large scale tests.

In the case of blocks the council owns or controls which failed the tests, could you please provide me with: 
No buildings owned or managed by Leicester City Council have failed the cladding system testing.  

- a list of the failed buildings in your area, including names and addresses where possible and the planning application number relevant to the cladding works

- the number of homes in each of the buildings

- the name of the architect and contractor who fitted the cladding in each case

- the name of the organisation that carried out the building inspection - either the local council or an approved inspector in the private sector - in each case

- any estimate of the cost of replacement made by or on behalf of the council in each case

- in each case, whether the cladding has been wholly or partially removed or is still entirely in place

- in each case, whether it has been wholly or partially replaced or not at all.

In the case of buildings which are not owned or controlled by the council and insofar as you hold information, could you please provide me with: 

- a list of the failed buildings in your area, including names and addresses where possible and the details of their owner and the planning application number relevant to the cladding works
The Council are aware of one building in the city for which the cladding was tested by the BRE and failed.  It is not a Council owned/managed property.

The building is known as The Summit, 100 Eastern Boulevard, Leicester with the owner given as PBSA 3 S.A.R.L.
