You asked:

Under the Freedom of Information Act, I would like to request copies of all correspondence from January 2017 to the current date, between
 
• Councillor Kirk Master and the committee members of the Rushey Mead Library Centre Friends Group (RMLCF).
• Councillor Piara Singh Clair and the committee members of the Rushey Mead Library Centre Friends Group (RMLCF).


The Freedom of Information Act does not apply to councillors when in their ward capacity.  Councillor Piara Singh Clair is the ward councillor for the Rushey Mead area therefore, any correspondence the Cllr may have had with his constituents is not covered by the Freedom of Information Act.
Councillor Kirk Masters is the Assistant City Mayor with responsibility for Neighbourhood Services in the City. Correspondence in his capacity as Assistant City Mayor regarding the Rushey Mead Library proposal would therefore be covered by the Freedom of Information Act.
Please find the relevant information attached.

Information relating to the identity of those corresponding with Cllr Kirk has been redacted (removed). 

This is because it is judged to be exempt from release under Section 40(2) of The FOI Act as the information constitutes personal data as defined under Section 1 of the Data Protection Act 1998 (DPA).

Where such information is requested for disclosure to the wider world (which is how any disclosure made under the FOI Act must be considered) a consideration must be made as to whether this would breach Data Protection Principles. 

Here, the Council judges that disclosure to the wider world would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair and lawful processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified and not incompatible purposes.
