I would like to know to what charities/companies have a house to house collection license in your area since January 1st 2018 until today. Also, I would like to know when the licenses were issued and when they expire.

We are unable to differentiate between applications for collections of cash and collections of clothing, brik-a-brak etc when conducted door-to-door. For that reason, the information provided below is therefore likely to include both types of collection. 

Furthermore, a number of the larger, national charities have been granted approval to conduct house-to-house collections under the authority of the Home Office. Such collections are referred to as exempt collections issued under the national exemption order scheme and therefore take place within the boundary of Leicester City but without the requirement for a licence to have been issued by this Authority.
