You asked:

Please provide a clear breakdown of the number of breaches of planning conditions along with action taken by Leicester City Council on those breaches over the past 5 years. If possible please break the data down into breaches by non occupying individuals, i.e Landlords.  

The number of breaches of planning conditions reported over the past 5 years is 381; of these the following outcomes are recorded:
168 Cases - no breach found

146 Cases - resolved through negotiations

9 Cases - Enforcement action authorised and notices served against the breaches

7 Cases - have been complied with

2 Cases - outstanding

1 Case - appeal allowed

6 Cases - No action was taken as harm caused was not significant to justify a formal action

7 Cases - Planning permission granted

10 Cases - Transferred to a new case

10 Cases - Redirected to another part of the Council

6 Cases - Abandoned 

18 Cases - Outstanding

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Information regarding breaches by non-occupying individuals, i.e Landlords is not held in a reportable format. This data, if held, would be recorded on each breach investigation file and would require the manual trawl of all records.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
