Freedom of Information Act 2000 – homelessness deaths
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council does not hold the information requested.
You asked:
How many deaths in the local authority area were recorded in each of the following calendar years, 2008, 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016 and 2017, where the person who died was sleeping rough or recorded as having no address or no fixed abode? 

Please provide a breakdown for each of the years of the number of deaths by gender, age, whether the person was sleeping rough at the time of their death, cause of death if known, and whether the person was in contact with housing and homelessness services at the time of their death. 


Answer: 
The Council does not hold this information; deaths are recorded by the Coroner’s Office.  Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

The Coroner’s Office is a statutory body in its own right and distinct from the Council.  It is not a public authority as defined by Sections 3, 5 or 6 of the FOIA Act or listed in Schedule 1 of said Act and therefore, not subject to the Freedom of Information Act.
