Freedom of Information Act 2000 – leasehold details for commercial properties
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
Can you please provide us the lease details (holding name, address, UPRN, start date and end date of the lease) of the non-domestic properties in Leicester City Council?


Answer: 
The Council does not readily hold this information in an easily accessible format.
On our Open Data pages we hold details of current occupiers, but due to the numbers involved we would not be able to provide lease details for ratepayers with a start and end date. We have over 12,000 Business properties in the Leicester City area. 

It is estimated that this would entail in excess of 18 hours work, therefore exceeding the cost limit.
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending 2.5 working days in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
