· 28 Contracts / Tenders in Financial Year 2016 at a Total Value of £479,261.16
· Our records for Financial Year 2015 do not clearly show when listing on Contracts Finder has occurred, therefore details for this period cannot be advised other than there were 30 Contracts captured that have an Awarded value below £25k (above £10k) that were most likely not listed on Contracts Finder, total value of £493,270.99.  
· What, if any, standing orders does the council have in relation to when a procurement contract and/or tender must be published on the Contracts Finder website, including any specified minimum contract value, setting out the method by which the contract is issued i.e. single quotation, three quotations or tender.
