i) The value of community disability equipment provided by your organisation to disabled and terminally ill children in your area.
ii) The numbers of individual pieces of equipment supplied to disabled and terminally ill children in your area.
The Integrated community equipment loan service for Leicester City, Leicestershire and Rutland is a pooled fund service delivered under a Section 75 Partnership Agreement by Leicester City Council, as host commissioner, on behalf of Leicester City Council, Leicestershire County Council and Rutland County Council and this service holds information about equipment ordered for children by those organisations.  I have therefore been asked to provide a response on behalf of all organisations.

I cannot confirm whether the data is for children with a disability or terminal illness as this service does not keep this data, however the equipment provided through the service is done so on the basis of an assessment by an appropriate social care professional for children with an assessed need therefore there is an assumption that the children issued with equipment will have a disability as the equipment has been ordered by professionals working in the relevant authorities disabled children’s teams.
