Freedom of Information Act 2000 – deployment of BT Small Cells 
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked:
I am contacting you to find out who manages your street furniture. I work for BT, and we'd like to deploy some Small Cells onto your lamp posts. Small cells are units that can be installed onto street furniture and the sides of buildings to boost mobile capacity in areas where demand is high or when existing coverage is poor.

Answer: Street furniture on the public highway, such as street lights, CCTV columns, signs, bollards and litter bins are the property of Leicester City Council. These highway assets are managed and maintained by the Council. Utility service assets, some bus shelters, phone boxes and post boxes are not Council property.

It should be noted that the Council already has a concession contract with BT (Redcare) to deploy Small Cells on our lamp posts/ CCTV columns that in return provides our City Centre WIFI. The contract gives them exclusivity to deploy Small Cells only on columns required for the WIFI provision and/or that use the Redcare lines for the backhaul. There are no other concessions, and was awarded in 2014 with an initial end date of 31/03/2023 with the option to extend to a final end date of 31/03/2026
