Question 1: Please state the name of the Authority?

Question 2: Please state approx Population in your district? 
330,000 (2011 Census)
Question 3: Do you currently have any public on street/ car park electric charging points in your district? 
Yes – 134
Question 4: Do you have any Air Quality Management Areas (AQMA) designated? 
Yes - 1
Question 5: Have you received any funding or grants to install Electric Vehicle Charging Points?  
Yes - but not in the last 5 years (Plugged in Midlands DfT Grant)
Question 6: Does your Authority have a current policy for electric vehicle charging points and associated infrastructure?  
No specific EV charging point policy at this time. Promoting EV use is, however, an Action Point within our “Healthier Air for Leicester” Air Quality Action Plan (2015-2026). More generally, we continue to monitor the rapidly changing and inter-related issues which can significantly influence policy decisions and delivery strategies e.g. battery range & charging / usage patterns; vehicle charge rates; grid capacity; supplier interoperability and charging tariffs etc.  We are, however, currently considering a trial of on-street charging in terraced streets with limited access to off-street parking.  
Question 7: If electrical charging points are installed in your District, are these used on a regular basis? 
We keep track of usage which remains relatively low. 
Question 8: If charging points are installed and are not used on a regular basis, what are the reasons you believe contribute to this lack of use/ requirement? 

Low levels of ULEV take-up.  We also know from surveys that most drivers charge at home as the costs are lower than publically available charge points
Question 9: Do you believe that more incentives should be introduced from central government to attract more consumers to buy electric vehicles? 
Yes
Question 10: What incentives do you believe will attract more consumers to buy electric vehicles? 
We have campaigned/provided government consultation responses for the following:

· A targeted national vehicle renewal scheme

· A nationally co-ordinated marketing campaign

· A non-competition funding stream for local authorities to install publically available electric charge points that provide electricity to drivers at attractive rates
· Streamlined payment /accounting systems to make it easier for drivers moving between towns and cities would also be beneficial.
