1. Who found it? 
Answer: 

This was found by a sub-contractor of Jeakins Weir Ltd who are the Councils’ main contractors.

2. What type of asbestos is it? 
Chrysotile & Crocidolite pipe insulation.
3. What is the exact location of the asbestos? 
The Asbestos was found on the rear elevation of the Corn Exchange, which was behind a brick appendage.  

4. Who is the duty holder at the location? 
Jeakins Weir Ltd 
5. Have members of the public been put at risk, what procedures have been carried out in this respect?
The Asbestos Containing Material (ACM) was within our secure boundary hoarding and additional fencing erected around the area.  No members of the public were put at risk and the site was immediately isolated.
Following a notification to the HSE a licensed asbestos contractor removed this from site.
