You asked:
(1) The number of Council Tax exemptions issued per year between 2016-2018 for persons under the category of 'Trainee Clinical Psychologist'?

(2) The name of the entity/authority that supplied Leicester City Council with signed declarations for the exemption of Council Tax for persons under the category 'Trainee Clinical Psychologist' between 2000-2018 inclusive?

(3) Full details of why 'Trainee Clinical Psychologists' are exempt payment of Council Tax; given that 'Trainee Clinical Psychologists' - who are full-time NHS Trust employees - are not exempt from payment of income tax and National Insurance?

There is no exemption for ‘Trainee Clinical Psychologists’.  The only possible exemptions would be while the person was a full time student at a prescribed educational establishment.  This is verified by the academic registrar of the educational establishment.  We do not record any details of the subject being studied so would not be able to identify how many of these students are studying Psychology or any other course.
