Freedom of Information Act 2000 – Travel plans
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested. 
You asked for:
1. Information on the number of travel plans requested by council and how many were written by developers?

Answer:
Travel plans are required by the council under planning requirements when threshold sizes of proposed developments are reached for different use classes.

Since 2007, there have been a total of 325 business use travel plans required to be completed by developers as part of the statutory planning process in Leicester City. There have also been an additional 123 residential travel plans, which cover large to medium residential and student developments in the city.

Travel plans and related assessments are prepared, in the main, by transport consultants acting on behalf of the developers.     
2. What happens to them?

The procedure with regards to travel plans, as per the planning process, is a submitted travel plan has to be agreed with the city council prior to any proposed site being occupied by a developer. It is only after a travel plan has been formally agreed with the city council that the specific travel plan planning condition be discharged. 
As part of the travel plan agreement with the council, a proposed strategy of the aims and objectives (including: substantiating travel plan initiatives, confirming what data has to be collected, and when, establishing the baseline conditions in relation to any targets and identifying outcome based targets proposed) set out in the travel plan will be activated once the site is occupied.              

3. How are they monitored?

The majority of travel plans are required, as part of the statutory planning related travel plan condition, to be monitored for a  period of 5 years from occupation, except for very large organisations (i.e. such as Highcross, De Montfort University, University of Leicester), which due to their size are covered for a period of 20 years monitoring. 
Monitoring is carried out annually by our travel plan officer.
