The following services are provided by Leicester City Council:
Turning Point Leicester, Leicestershire & Rutland is the integrated substance misuse service for Leicester city, Leicestershire and Rutland county and Leicester prison.  Turning point work with anyone who is affected by drugs or alcohol and wants support to make change. They offer a range of services, including detoxification, rehabilitation and recovery groups.

Prior to the July 2016, the services delivered by Turning Point were delivered by Leicestershire Partnership Trust and the Criminal Justice Drug Team.

The Recovery Hub offers a safe space for street drinkers and others in need of additional support to manage long-term alcohol issues and develop life skills.

Leicester City Council’s Substance Misuse Team manage referrals to drug and alcohol residential rehabilitation. This service is for people seeking abstinence who have significant comorbid physical, mental health or social problems and who have not benefited from previous community-based interventions.

Dear Albert is a recovery focused organisation run by people who have successfully recovered from substance misuse issues.  

The service provides routes into treatment and a first step into services such as Turning Point and No.5. The service also provides aftercare when people have successfully completed treatment.

Multi Systemic Therapy

MST works with families to prevent children from coming into care. If a child or adult has a drug or alcohol issue which is increasing the likelihood of a care placement, then a CBT model of treatment will be offered.

Framework (inpatient detox)
Framework provides an inpatient medically assisted withdrawal from drugs and alcohol services for adults in Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland.  The service is based in Nottingham.

We know locally that the current treatment provider has operated a slightly different threshold to ‘structured treatment’ as part of their caseload management approach, allowing them to support a greater proportion of clients via ‘unstructured treatment’. These clients are not reported in national data systems.
