The Coroner's Service for Leicester City and South Leicestershire may hold the information requested. 
For your information, Coroners are not designated as public authorities under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and therefore their records are not subject to the Freedom of Information Act. There is a separate information access regime for such records over which the Information Commissioner has no jurisdiction. The current regulations refer to two categories of people: "Interested parties", and "proper persons". "Interested parties" is a limited category of people who, under Rule 13 of the 2013 Coroners (Inquests) Rules (SI 2013, no 1616) have a right to demand information. "Proper persons" may be given information by regulation 27(2) of the Coroners (Investigations) Regulations (SI 2013, no 1629). The Coroner is free to give information to anyone he or she regards as a proper person and may charge for such provision.
