Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

-How many “daily living aids” (eg commodes, bedraisers, tables, hoists etc) were issued to patients by the Council (Adult Social Care or similar department) in the last financial year
In 2017-18, a total of 13,492 aids were issued to patients by Leicester City Council.  This figure relates to all social care/health type equipment supplied via our community equipment loan service.
· Please note that within this service, NHS colleagues can (and do) order on behalf of Leicester City Council where appropriate. Therefore, some of the daily living aids ordered by Leicester City Council in 2017-18 will have been ordered on behalf of the Council, by staff working in the NHS.
· Please note that in addition to specified data above, we also supply other equipment that is not held on contract. Due to our systems/processes, it is not possible to categorise these ‘non contract’ items and as such we are unable to determine if these would meet the definition of ‘Daily Living Aids’.
-How many “daily living aids” (eg commodes, bedraisers, tables, hoists etc) were picked up or recycled  by the council (or a company working for the council) in the last financial year.
In 2017-18, a total of 5,558 daily living aids were collected by the service that had originally been ordered by Leicester City Council.

In addition, we are able to report on recycled items once they are processed and re-issued to customers. Of the 12,297 (subset of the 13,492 cited in Q1) items issued directly through the core service model in 2017-18 (excluding items ordered via stocked hospital stores), a total of 7014 had been ‘recycled’.
· Please note that by ‘recycled’, we here mean an item that has been purchased, delivered, collected, processed and returned to shelf as viable to re-issue, and subsequently been re-issued in 2017-18.
· Recycled items may be items not linked to a delivery in the same year. The service collects and recycles items that may have been issued a number of years ago, dependant on the overall item condition.

-How much did the council spend on “daily living aids” (eg commodes, bedraisers, tables, hoists etc) in the last financial year.
In 2017-18, the gross value of equipment ordered by Leicester City Council was £740,360.52

· Where items are returned and recycled a proportion of this value would be returned to the commissioning authority as per the contractual model.
