Leicester City Council commission Midlands Partnership Foundation Trust to provide an integrated Sexual Health Service. 
This includes Chlamydia Screening which is mainly an online offer.
Leicester City Council do not procure the online service and Midland Partnership Foundation Trust subcontract an online provider. Leicester City Council commission these services in partnership with Leicestershire County Council and Rutland County Council.

What year was the contract awarded to the online chlamydia screening programme provider
Leicester City Council, Leicestershire County Council and Rutland County Council varied their contract to include an online screening offer in 2014. 

Was the contract awarded as part of an open tender procurement process- 

Was the contract awarded as a single tender waiver

How much did you spend on your chlamydia screening contract with your online provider in the last three years- 
Leicester City Council do not record the requested information as a distinct set of information as there is no business requirement to do so. 
This is because this is a small part of a larger contract with the Integrated sexual health provider. The provider is paid a tariff to provide Chlamydia screening. This will include the chlamydia screening online provision.
