You asked:

Could you inform us of whether service provision is available for children who stammer (between ages three and eighteen) within your local authority? This includes information about the structure of the Speech & Language Therapy service commissioned within your local authority and whether there are specialist services available specifically to children who stammer, e.g. dysfluency clinics. Where possible, please include details relating to any specified criteria for accessing this service, i.e. age range, community/clinic based service, exclusion criteria. 


The Leicester City Meeting Individual Needs Speech, Language and Communication Needs Guidance provides information regarding stammering to schools and indicates that advice should always be sought from the Speech and
Language Therapy Services.

For children aged 3-5 years, the Early Years Support Team would provide advice regarding additional SEND and provide signposting to the SALT service for children who stammer.
For school aged children advice/ signposting to SALT would be provided by specialist teachers in Learning Communication and Interaction Team.

For those with enduring and complex needs, the Psychology Service would advise regarding SEND and signpost to speech and language therapy services. 
There are 2 primary (5-11 years) designated specialist provisions within mainstream schools for children with enduring speech and language needs as described in an Education Health and Care Plan ( EHCP) and 1 secondary school provision (11-16 years) for young people with speech and language needs and an EHCP. 

These schools with designated specialist provision have access to weekly speech and language therapy for specific speech and language needs, expressive language needs which may include dysfluency. We are not aware of any specific clinics that take place.
