Please see the attached spreadsheet which details the street locations. We do not hold the location information by longitude and latitude. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. In accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
The disabled parking bays vary in length and the space available is often dependent on the length of the vehicles using the bays, therefore, the figures provided are an approximation, again, please see the attached spreadsheet.

Please note, vehicles displaying a valid blue badge are also permitted to park in any on street pay and display bay (approximately 1500 spaces) or any limited waiting bay for the duration. 

The parking restrictions that would apply to the disabled bays would be one of the following:

Vehicles must be parked wholly within the parking bay marked on the carriageway. No vehicle may wait for more than 3 hours and may not return to the same length of parking bay restriction within a further consecutive period of 3 hours.

No Person shall cause or permit a vehicle to wait or to load and unload between 9.30am and 4.00pm in any road or length of road to which this restriction is applied except for vehicles displaying a disabled persons badge issued and displayed in accordance with the “Disabled Persons (Badges For Motor Vehicles) (England) Regulations 2000” and includes similar badges issued by other European Member States. Vehicles must be parked wholly within the parking bay marked on the carriageway. No vehicle may wait for more than 3 hours and may not return to the same length of parking bay restriction within a further consecutive period of 3 hours.
