In respect of your answer to my first question, could you please clarify who carries out the Active Lifestyle Scheme prioritisation and assigns individuals to the priority groups? 
Active Lifestyle customers are triaged by a level 4 BACPR qualified Instructor. 

BACPR refers to the British Association for Cardiovascular Prevention & Rehabilitation.


In respect of your answer to my question 3 could you please breakdown the number of refusals for each of the criteria given and release the length of any waiting period for making new application following a refusal.
The 555 rejected customers were rejected on the following grounds:

· 15 customers didn’t meet the medical criteria.

· 31 customers were already active members.

· 509 customers had previously had an ALS referral.

The current policy for applications following a refusal to the service is as follows:

Once the refusal has been made to the customer following a previous ALS referral they are unable to utilise the service again, our policy is one referral per customer. 

If the customer is currently an active member and has been refused access to the Active Lifestyle Service for this reason, then the customer can apply for a referral after six months has lapsed.  


In respect of your answer to question 7, recently the Braunstone Leisure centre has undergone fully refurbishment. Could you please provide the date of completion of the refurbishment and information of re-opening? If it is not yet completed when will it be complete? The income generated from this sport centre for the financial years 2016 to 2018. 
Braunstone Leisure Centre has not undergone any refurbishment. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000. In accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
Braunstone Leisure Centre will however, receive a £90k investment for a new reception area and works are due to start early 2019.
