Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

1. How many young people entered the care of your authority from 1st April 2016 to 31st March 2017?
272.

2. How many of the number of young people that entered the care of your authority from 1st April 2016 to 31st March 2017, had their emotional and mental health assessed by a registered medical practitioner on entry to the care of your authority?
234.

3. Out of the young people who entered the care of your authority  from 1st April 2016 to 31st March 31 2017, how many young people have had a written assessment of their emotional and mental health?
234.

4. Out of the young people who entered the care of your authority  from 1st April 2016 to 31st March 2017, how many young people were assessed as needing emotional or mental health support?
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This information is not recorded in a reportable format. This data is held within the independent health assessment form for each young person and would require the manual trawl of our Liquid Logic system. Allowing 10 minutes to locate, open and read each file would require 39 hours of officer time.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
