CPN’s have been issued for the following types of anti-social behaviour; fly tipping, dog fouling, accumulation of rubbish, highways obstruction, nuisance vehicles, Japanese knotweed, fly posting, dog control and street littering.
We have obtained 6 injunctions in the last 3 years for anti-social behaviour.
We have put in “defensive architecture” in the form of low rivets in an area of the city where there was ASB associated with skateboarding
