Freedom of Information Act 2000 – Leicester City Football Club - Matchday Costs
Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.
You asked for:
1. Minutes from any Safety Advisory Group (SAG) meetings pertaining to Leicester City Football Club (LCFC) for the 2017-18 football season.
Answer: Please find attached, minutes of two meetings of the SAG held in the 2017-18 football season.
Some information has been redacted as the following exemptions of the Act apply:

Names of attendees/apologies have been withheld under Section 40(2) third party personal data.  We consider that to be an absolute exemption and this therefore constitutes a refusal under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000.
Section 31 (law enforcement) for notes of Hostile Vehicle Mitigation/Vehicle/ Pedestrian Conflict. Disclosure of the information would be likely to have significant negative impact on the prevention of crime. The Council considers there is a strong public interest in avoiding likely prejudice to the prevention of crime.

Notes for Ground re-development have been withheld under Section 43(2) (commercial interests).  The disclosure of this information would, or would be likely to, prejudice the commercial interests of any person (including the authority holding it). 

2. Details of any costs incurred by the Leicester City Council to facilitate the home fixtures of LCFC during the 2017-18 football season. Please provide the costs broken down by club, by date/fixture, by spending area/type etc.
Leicester City Council does not collate information on the costs of running the Safety Advisory Group, the issue of certificates, participation in desk top emergency planning exercises and undertaking of inspections. Therefore this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by the Council.

Leicester City Council convenes periodic Events Management meetings involving local partner agencies to ensure that events in the City, including some local home fixtures, can be held safely, appropriately supported by the Council and the emergency services, and that any disruption to neighbourhoods or the City generally is minimised.  Leicester City Council does not collate information on the costs of running the Events Management function and meetings.
3. Details of any contributions made by LCFC, specifically for the purposes of compensating the Leicester City Council for any such costs incurred (see point 2).

4. Details of any income the Leicester City Council receives directly from LCFC, irrespective of any contributions made to cover matchday costs.
