Your request for information has now been considered. The Council holds the information requested.

You asked:

The number of properties owned or managed by Leicester City Council that have subsidence
 

The total cost of managing properties with subsidence for the years 2013-2018 (reported individually) 
The three properties owned or managed by LCC that incur the most expenditure - please state the costs from 2013 - 2018.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This information is not recorded in a reportable format; we do not record subsidence separately from other structural works. To establish if works had been carried out due to subsidence we would first need to manually check the repair history of each property to ascertain if a structural repair ticket had been issued. We would then need to trawl the detail of each repair to determine if subsidence was a factor, we are responsible for approximately 22,000 properties. 

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
