a) 2015/16 – Adults: Alcohol only = 557, Alcohol + Non-Opiates = 175        
Young People: Alcohol (incl. any other substance) = 73

b) 2016/17 – Adults: Alcohol only = 481, Alcohol + Non-Opiates = 166        
Young People: Alcohol (incl. any other substance) = 35

c) 2017/18 – Adults: Alcohol only = 388, Alcohol + Non-Opiates = 151         
Young People: Alcohol (incl. any other substance) = 15

As seen on the publicly available data via https://www.ndtms.net/, numbers of people receiving Alcohol treatment nationally is declining year on year, which echoes what we are seeing in Leicester. Leicester City Council, partners and commissioned providers remain committed to providing treatment services to those in need in Leicester, and continue to work in partnership to provide this effectively.

Please note that the data provided is representative of numbers in structured substance misuse treatment in Leicester, not referrals. This data has been provided as a proxy, as all available reporting available to commissioners begins at treatment start (post referral).

All data provided is also representative of ‘Partnership’ level data. That is to say that it includes all agencies providing substance misuse services in Leicester within each year that were registered with Public Health England. The vast majority of cases within this sample will be made up of services directly commissioned by Leicester City Council and partners, but will also include small numbers of non-commissioned services that support people in the City.

The figures below represent funding for all our substance misuse services including those that directly provide treatment and support the treatment system. Please note these include contributions from other stakeholders such as the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner and NHS England and up to June 2016 contributions from Leicestershire/Rutland Councils as we contracted Criminal Justice Drug/Alcohol services on their behalf up to June 2016.

2016/17 also includes a £500,000 one-off implementation fund used to support the re-procurement of substance misuse services over Leicester Leicestershire and Rutland at that time
