A) exactly how many accidents have been recorded in the Leicester leys wet changing rooms both male and female in the last two years and the reasons given for these injuries.
10 injuries have been recorded in relation to the wet changing rooms in the last 2 years, we are able to provide the following summary of incidents.
1, slipped and cut chin on changing room door

2, cut finger on a toilet door

3, ceiling tile fell on head in shower

4, opened toilet door and hit their head

5, fell backwards hitting their head
6, slipped from bench injuring forehead

7, slipped leaving shower and banged head

8, got up slipped and hit head

9, slipped in changing room and banged head
10, fall from bench because of loose slat


B) How has my incident been recorded?
Incidents are reported to the facility manager and SO2 incident reports are completed on the day of the accident.


C) I would like to know if the repair was performed by a council employee or a third party.

Repairs are carried out by Leicester City Council maintenance operatives.


D) I would like to know if the condition of the benches has been included in the most up to date risk assessment.
Periodic inspections are carried out on the condition of the benches and are included as part of our risk assessment.
